What are my obligations?
+ The vehicle must be maintained in a roadworthy manner and if required, have a valid MOT certificate and valid car tax.

« Should your policy details change, e.g. vehicle, you will notify us as soon as possible.

+ You must act honestly throughout your dealings with us and not provide any false or fraudulent statements. If
you or anyone acting on your behalf knowingly acts fraudulently we may cancel your policy and / or initiate criminal
proceedings.

- Guard your safety at all times but you must be with or near the vehicle at the time the recovery operator arrives and be
able to provide photographic identification if this is requested.

- If your vehicle requires recovery, you must immediately inform us of the address you would like the vehicle taken to.

- Itis your responsibility to ensure personal possessions are removed prior to your vehicle being recovered.
